This is a blended postgraduate degree program by coursework and research (3-4
years). This PhD programme prepares graduates that will assume major positions
in academia and Non-Governmental Organizations, advanced Midwifery practice
and research settings to expand Midwifery theory and practice base; and serve

the nation and beyond through evidence-based practice and policy.

MODE OF DELIVERY

A blended teaching/learning methodology informs the design and delivery of the
programme and is based on the principles of adult education, theory and
practice, and increasing access for working professionals to advanced education.

The elements of delivery in this programme are:

a) On-campus, face-face teaching sessions are provided for 2 weeks at
thebeginning and another 1 week at the end of each 18-week semester

b) Individual student learning using a Module-based curriculum
management system and other resources during the 15-week interim

period of each 18- week semester.
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C) Internet-based or video conferencing seminars with faculty within

Malawi and also with students and faculty at international partner

institutions.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Applicants to be admitted into this programme must have a background in

Midwifery with the following:

e A Master of Science Degree in Midwifery, Reproductive Health, Child Health
Nursing or other health-related programmes (e.g. Master’s in Public Health).

e A minimum of two-year work experience after master’s degree in a

relevant field.
